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In a report on TMR’s financial situation
during the town council webcast last
Monday, Mayor Philippe Roy said TMR
has lost $5.8 million since March when
the COVID-19 pandemic started, while
unforeseen COVID-19 expenses have cost
TMR $400,000 so far.

“Since mid-March 2020, the Town of
Mount Royal has been dealing with the
effects of COVID-19,” said Roy, adding
that “the impact on the municipality’s
finances is certain,” while revenues
from building permits, fines, interest
and registration fees from cultural and
recreational programs “are far below”
what had been budgeted.

The mayor said the unforeseen expenses
included the purchase of protective gear
and equipment, cleaning and disinfection
supplies, as well as additional computer
equipment to facilitate employees who
have had no choice but to work from home
during the pandemic.

On a brighter note, Mayor Roy said the
Quebec government will be making up for
some of the shortfall by providing TMR
with $3.5 million in financial assistance
to offset the loss of revenues and the
additional costs.

“The financial situation of the town
will remain good thanks notably to this
support,” he said. “Despite the particular
challenges presented during a year that
was out of the ordinary, and in spite of its
usual output, the town is keeping its head
high.”

In what was probably the evening’s
second most significant development,
council served a notice of motion and
tabled a draft by-law for the adoption
of a new “special planning program” to
re-design some basic elements in the urban
planning scheme for TMR’s Rockland
Rd./Brittany Ave. sector, which includes
the Rockland shopping centre.

According to Councillor Joseph Daoura,
who is handling the dossier, TMR wants
to make improvements in an area regarded
as “an important entrance into the town,”
while enhancing the overall image of
TMR, with a forward vision of 15 - 20
years.

Daoura said the town will be conducting
public consultations on the proposed
changes, and documentation about the
wide-ranging plan should be available
on the town’s website beginning on
Wednesday Oct. 21.

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IT’S BUSINESS AS USUAL AT MRMA
DESPITE PANDEMIC, SAYS PRESIDENT

MARTIN C. BARRY

Although the Mount Royal Municipal
Association hasn’t held an annual general
meeting in more than a year because of the
COVID-19 pandemic, the association’s
membership level and its financial
situation are stable, says MRMA president
Allen Feldman, adding that the association
hopes to return to normal status as soon as
the situation allows it.

“Although our operations have effectively
been suspended during COVID, because
of the inability to meet and have a common
voice, we do communicate on a regular
basis by internet and e-mail, and we still
are a very cohesive body,” Feldman said
in an interview with The Post on Monday.

According to Feldman, the MRMA
continues to operate on a very low budget.
As well, the association has close to 100
members. However, there are currently
two vacancies on the nine-member board
of directors.

But Feldman says the MRMA is unable
to function to the best of its abilities
because of two factors: the membership’s
current inability to meet and discuss local
issues, as well as the fact they are unable
to regularly attend public meetings of town
council because the sessions are suspended
during the COVID-19 pandemic.

“It’s very difficult with just the internet,”
said Feldman. “When you can’t go to
monthly meetings you can’t express your
views in public. And if council only meets
behind closed doors and the only access
to them is through the internet or Zoom, it
doesn’t work well for us.”

Despite that shortcoming, Feldman
drew the line at a suggestion (brought
up recently by some regular attendees of
town council meetings) that the mayor and
council should start to seriously consider
resuming regular town council meetings
at town hall, albeit with limited attendance
and special measures such as distancing
and mandatory face masks.

“I don’t propose that at all,” said Feldman.
“COVID is big — I knew it was big last
February when it started — and it’s a
terrible thing. Any measures that council
takes and any strategies that they adopt
which are designed to save people’s lives I
am all for to limit the spread of infection.”

Feldman, who said the MRMA has been

DAYS COULD BE NUMBERED FOR

ROCKLAND CENTRE HUDSON’S BAY OUTLET

Following a report in several media
across Canada last week, including the
Montreal daily La Presse, about unpaid
rent owed by the Hudson’s Bay Co. to
several large shopping mall owners, it may
be just a question of time as to how long
the HBC store at the Rockland Centre in
TMR remains open given the dismal retail
landscape and the added pressure of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

According to La Presse, Cominar, which
owns the Rockland Centre as well as
several other large Montreal-area malls,
revoked HBC’s lease at Rockland, and at
the Champlain Mall on Montreal’s South
Shore, as well as at the Centre Laval in
Laval just north of Montreal.

Citing court documents, the daily says
Cominar is seeking $33 million in unpaid
rent and other expenses at the three HBC
stores — $3.68 million for the Rockland
Centre location alone.

According to the documents, Cominar
claims to have not been paid since April
by HBC, or roughly beginning around
the time the economic effects of the
COVID-19 pandemic were beginning to
be seriously felt.

La Presse also reported that a second mall
owner, Oxford, which operates large retail
centres in Quebec City and Gatineau, also
recently launched legal action to get HBC
to pay $2.29 million in unpaid sums dating
back to April.

Although the HBC stores have remained
open, the Cominar leases were cancelled

Finalement, ce qui compte pour ce
dernier c'est d'obtenir un prix de vente qui se compare
avantageusement aux transactions similaires récentes et a des
conditions acceptables. Il y aura toujours un prix auquel un
immeuble pourra se vendre en quelques jours, tout en
obtenant plus qu'une offre d'achat. Mais ce n’est pas vrai que la
stratégie qui consiste a systématiquement baisser le prix de
vente demandé pour obtenir un engouement immeédiat soit a
tout coup la meilleure approche.

Si la propriété a vendre plait a un large éventail d'acquéreurs et
qu'il existe une rareté de comparables sur le marché, la
stratégie d'un prix de vente agressif est clairement appropriée.
Il sera alors facile de faire monter les enchéres. Mais a l'inverse,
si l'immeuble a vendre est |égerement atypique ou que le
marché n’a pas bonne figure, il faudra faire attention a ne pas
afficher un prix trop bas, car le résultat risque d'étre décevant,
et ce, méme si la propriété se vend rapidement.

La seule grande constante est qu'un prix trop élevé n'attire pas
les acheteurs sérieux plus « pressés », lesquels sont pourtant
ceux qui sont généralement les plus généreux. Si les visites
chutent pendant une période prolongée, une révision de prix
est fortement recommandée.

“Sold above the asking price!”, “Sold in four days!”, “More than
eight offers received!”. Here are ads titles seen quite often these
days. But do they necessarily mean that the vendor was more
successful ? In reality speed of sale is rarely the key issue. A
vendor seeks above all a favorable price versus comparables
and advantageous conditions. There will always be a price
where a property will sell in a few days and with more than one
promise to purchase received. But lowering the price to
promote such enthusiasm isn't necessarily or always the best
approach.

If the property for sale appeals to many buyers and there are
few comparable homes for sale, then yes, an aggressive price
can very well create an auction that will work to the vendor's
advantage . But to the opposite , if the property is quite unique
and needs to find a specific buyer, or that the market isn't
favorable to vendors, a “lower asking price” might sell fast, but
with disappointing results.

The only “always true” rule is that a price too high will not attract
the serious buyers that are highly motivated and tend to be the
most generous financially. If visits drop for a sustained amount
of time, a price revision is highly advisable.

Compassionate Entry for Travellers and
Limited Release from Quarantine

On October 8th, 2020, the Government of
Canada launched a process for those who
wish to enter Canada for compassionate
reasons, including:

* To be present during the final
moments of life for a loved one or provide
support to a critically ill individual who is
residing in Canada;

* To provide care for an individual in
Canada who has a recognized medical
need; or,

* To attend a funeral or end of life
ceremony.

Travellers who wish to enter Canada for
compassionate reasons must seek written
approval for an exemption from the border
restrictions, and when applicable, also for a
limited release from mandatory quarantine.
If a traveller arrives at the border without
written authorization exempting them
from border restrictions, they may be
denied entry into Canada. Without an
approved release from quarantine, they
will be subject to all mandatory quarantine
requirements.

Travellers will access the application on
the Government of Canada’s COVID-19
website (https://www .canada.ca/en/public-
health/services/diseases/coronavirus-
disease-covid-19.html).

*  The traveller will be directed to the
Compassionate entry for travellers and
limited release from quarantine webpage
and must follow the instructions

* The traveller must complete a
compassionate entry Traveller Application
form<https://canada.ca/en/public-health/
services/diseases/2019-novel-coronavirus-
infection/latest-travel-health-advice/
compassionate-entry-limited-release-
from-quarantine.html>, as well as

supporting  documents.  Supporting
documents include:
* A Letter of Required Support

signed by a health professional for those
who wish to be present during the final
moments of life for a loved one or support
someone who is critically ill.

* A statement of death, death
certificate, or burial permit for those who
wish to attend a funeral or end of life
ceremony.

* If the traveller needs to temporarily
leave their place of quarantine for
compassionate reasons, they will need
additional permission from the site they
are visiting.

* A Site Visit Authorization<https://
canada.ca/content/dam/phac-aspc/
documents/services/diseases/2019-
novel-coronavirus-infection/latest-travel-
health-advice/compassionate-entry-
limited-release-from-quarantine/site-
authorization-eng.pdf> should be sent to
the administrator, proprietor or homeowner
for each site you need to visit during your
limited release from quarantine.

Once the traveller has received the
signed Letter of Required Support and
Site Visit Authorization, they will submit
this information along with the Traveller
Application via the website. Applicants
their
successful submission, and an e-mail with

will receive confirmation of

an application number.

The application will be assessed by
the Public Health Agency of Canada to
confirm the request meets the requirements
for entry and/or limited release from
mandatory quarantine for compassionate
reasons. It is anticipated that requests
should receive a response within 7 days.

It is our sincere hope that this new process
will address the difficulties experienced
by Canadians and their loved ones during
this time.

Use of the COVID Alert app is completely voluntary. You are free to download it,
use it or delete it.

The COVID Alert app runs in the
background on your device, without
hampering or interrupting your
activities. The app uses Bluetooth on
smartphones to determine how far
away you are from other people using
the app.

Every five minutes, it exchanges
random codes with app users nearby.
The random codes cannot be used to

identify you or determine your location.

It stores the codes on your phone
for 14 days.

Every day, when your device connects
to the Internet, the COVID Alert app
will match your random codes and
those of individuals who have indicated
through the app that they have tested
positive. Even if the app finds matching
codes, it is impossible to link them

to individuals. Your identity and the
identities of other app users remain
confidential.

If the app finds matching codes, this
means that within the past two weeks,
for a period of more than 15 minutes,
you were less than two metres from
another user of the app who has since
tested positive and agreed to share
that information with other users.

You may have seen the movie WOLF
OF WALL STREET where actor Leo
DiCaprio plays the part of Jordan Belfort,
the notorious stock broker who lived a
life of drug fuelled excess, defrauding
clients of millions of dollars to fund his
extravagant life style. He was arrested
and imprisoned because of his fraudulent
mega million dollar scheme. Following his
release he transitioned into motivational
consulting returning some profits to those
clients he had robbed.

When asked about his lowest point he
replied: “The saddest day of my life was
the night before I went to jail. My wife
and I took the kids into the living room
and said to them ‘Daddy’s made a mistake
and now he has to go away.” His two
children burst out crying. How did I cope?
I lost my freedom, my kids, my wife filed
for divorce. When I was in jail, the worst
moments of all were at night when you’re
in your bunk and you’re alone with your
thoughts.

REBOUND FROM ROCK BOTTOM!

“I would close my eyes and visualize the
faces of my two children. I knew I had let
them down so badly and caused them so
much pain, and I said There’s nothing I
won’t do to prove to these kids that their
dad can do it right, and will come back
better than before. It was all about proving
to my children that you can come back
from failure; to make them proud of me.”

When asked how he bounced back, he
replied:

“That was my WHY! It was all about
my kids. That’s the secret! Your WHY is
never about you. That’s step number 1:
you have to have a vision that inspires you.

The second thing is: YOU HAVE
TO HAVE A STRATEGY, a plan that
allows you to achieve your vision.” That’s
Belfort’s advice on “How to motivate
yourself out of rock bottom”.

General George Patton, of World War
II fame, defined success as “How high
you bounce when you hit bottom.” No
success is ever achieved without first going

through the process of failure. Michael
Jordan, America’s legendary basketball
player, said in Nike Culture: “I’ve missed
more than 9,000 shots in my career. I've
lost more than 300 games. 26 times [’ve
been trusted to take the winning shot and
missed. I've failed over and over and
over again in my life. And that’s why I
succeeded.”

“ROCK BOTTOM WILL TEACH YOU
LESSONS THAT MOUNTAIN TOPS
NEVER WILL!”

When you hit rock bottom, sometimes you
wonder HOW you’ll ever bounce back.
I love the story of the young man who
took a short cut going home late one night
through a cemetery when he happened to
fall into a freshly dug grave. He called out
and then he tried to climb out. There was
no one around to hear or help him. So he
settled down into the corner of the dark
grave to wait for morning.

He started clawing and shouting
and trying to get out, but got nowhere.
About the time this man is ready to quit the
first man comes up behind him out of the
darkness, puts his hand on his shoulder and
said, “You can’t get out of here!” But you
know that man did! FEAR MOTIVATES!

Sometimes FEAR is a strong motivator,
but by far the most powerful motivator is
THE PASSION OF PURPOSE. Jordan
Belfort said his WHY was to prove
something to his children.

So it is with each of us when we hit “rock
bottom”, whatever that WHY means for
us. We move from wallowing in self-pity
to allowing God to help us find that new
VISION, our WHY, that PURPOSE to
help others. Commitment to that vision is
the key to effective “bounce-ability”.
