HOUSEFATHER PRAISES
OTTAWA'’S DECISION TO
HIKE DEFENCE SPENDING

Mount Royal Liberal MP Anthony Housefather is pleased with the Trudeau government’s decision
to increase spending on military defence, saying he has long advocated that course of action.

In an impassioned speech in the House of Commons last week, Mount Royal Liberal MP Anthony
Housefather praised the Trudeau government’s decision to increase defence spending in its latest
budget, while he also spoke about the importance of honouring members of Canada’'s armed
forces as well as veterans.

He said he wanted to thank British Columbia Conservative MP for South Surrey-White Rock
Kerry-Lynne Findlay for putting forth the motion to increase defence spending — which he said he
would support.

“ have been calling for quite a long time for defence spending to be increased,” said Housefather,
drawing applause from a cross section of other MPs.

“And | believe that it is something that we owe to the many men and women in our armed forces,
to make sure that the brave men and women who fight for Canada, who devote and sacrifice their
time and their family life so that our country is well-defended here and abroad, have all of the
equipment, all of the services, all of the support, all of the training that they need in order to flourish.

“| don't believe that Canada’s military should be anything less than a great military organization,”
added Housefather, noting that Canada has the 10th largest GDP in the world and should therefore
have a fighting force that is equipped and ready.

“So, for me this is a very, very important motion to recognize that while we've done more, we've
increased, it is true, the spending on the military from 2013 [when] it was about 1 per cent to about
1.37 per cent today, we still need to do more to meet our NATO target of 2 per cent.”

Housefather, who spoke as the Russia/Ukraine conflict was escalating and necessitating possible
further involvement by NATO, said he also appreciated that the spending increase was coming
“at a time when Canadians, | think, for the first time in my political career are actually beginning to
recognize the importance of spending on our armed forces.

“| think this conflict in Ukraine, the Russians’ horrible aggression under the very, very, very. very
bad Vladimir Putin who is definitely a war criminal, what he and his henchmen and his military have
done in Ukraine in starting a war in Europe — the first major war since the Second World War — is
something that Canadians have looked at, seen the images on TV.

“| mean, it's different than the Second World War when people received news from newspaper
reports days later, when they saw things on film, but they didn't see things instantaneously on
television. And Canadians, I think, are rightly horrified at what is happening.”

FAIL TO UNDO
TMR EXECUTIVE LEAGUE’S
FIRST PLACE

In spite of a good game start followed by a
late-match attempt to play catch-up, the TMR
Executive League’s fourth place Millionaires
failed to bring down the first-place Bruins during
a Wednesday evening on-ice engagement last
week at the TMR municipal arena.

Goal-wise, the game’s first third belonged to
the Millionaires, since only they were able to
get marked up on the scoreboard during that
initial period with 04:53 ticked off on the clock.

Marcel Martin, who currently ranks sixth among
the league’s top-10 scorers, was assisted by
the Mils’ #11 Nicholas Oosterwaal-Gagnon and
Mils defenceman #18 Stephen Murphy (who
sits in ninth place among the top-10).

By the second period, it was evident the Bruins
had taken the time to warm up. Bruins’ centre
Christian Beauséjour, assisted by right-wing
Martin Lacroix, smoothed the tally out to an
even 1 -1 at 02:20.

More than 10 minutes later, the Bruins’ left-

wing Anthony Sciortino got help from his
team’'s #15 Charles Escarvage and Christian
Beauséjour to raise the ante by the Bruins to
2-1.

The third and final period was a busy one
indeed, with the Millionaires obviously hoping
to leverage themselves into a higher spot from
their second-to-last standing in the five-team
league.

As such, the Mils" Stephen Murphy, assisted
by Marcel Martin and defenceman #6 David
Cloutier, demonstrated to the Bruins that they
had what it takes to come back, raising the tally
to 2 -2 at 02:40.

But after more than six additional minutes of
scoreless play, Mils goalie Stéphane Gravel
must have started to melt down, or the Bruins
had worked up a big head of steam to propel
them to victory by the end of the match.

Either way, at 08:26 Christian Beauséjour,
assisted by Martin Lacroix, scored the first of
a trio of Bruins goals that would raise the tally
to 3 — 2 over the Mils, and effectively send
the opposing team’s battleship down to Davy
Jones' locker.

However, if anything it was at least a good
night for Anthony Sciortino, who at 09:21
scored his second goal of the evening, with
help from the Beauséjour/Escarvage duo, for a
two-goal advantage over the Millionaires in the
closing minutes of the match.

Finally, at 11:37, Escarvage (currently sitting
at No. 10 among the top scorers) drove what
would otherwise have seemed to be the
proverbial nail in the Mils’ casket — albeit on
an open net — raising the score to 5 — 2 for the
Bruins.

In a last-ditch effort, the Mils attempted to
reassert their strength, although to no avail.
So, final score 5 — 3, after Marcel Martin was
assisted again by Stephen Murphy and David
Cloutier.

In a post-game interview, Bruins captain
Vincent Bédard noted that the Mils’ Stéphane
Gravel, who normally captains but was
substitute-goaltending, performed well under
the circumstances, although he used to
regularly tend nets.

“This is a team that likes to control the
puck,” said Bédard, assessing the opposing
players, while praising Sébastien Lefebvre, the
Bruins'goalie. ‘I like to think that even if we are
not that strong offensively nor defensively, we
have the best goalie,” Bédard said.

And in fact, Lefebvre currently ranks No. 1
in the league’s top five goaltenders, with 18
wins in 28 games, compared to the Senators’
Michael Gathercole, who is No. 2 with 18 wins
in 32 matches.

CAN | BELIEVE IN
THE RESURRECTION?

When | was a university student in the turbulent 60s, with the vast social unrest of the anti-war
protests, racial conflicts, and the sexual revolution, the United Church of Canada was in the midst
of their own turmoil. The Rev. Ernest Marshall Howse, Moderator of the United Church in 1964,
stated that he didn't believe in the physical resurrection of Jesus. That was quite a jolt to the church
at that time!

In contrast, Professor James S. Stewart of Edinburgh University, stated: “The driving force behind
this revolutionary Christian belief was the fact of the Resurrection. This was the very core of the
apostolic message. To be an apostle meant to have been an eye-witness of the Resurrection. Not
one line of the New Testament was written apart from the conviction that Jesus had conquered
death and was alive for ever.”

The Apostle Paul states that the Resurrection is the very basis of the Christian faith: “If Christ has
not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins.” (I Corinthians 15:17)

Paul wrote: “For | delivered unto you first of all that Gospel which | also received, how Christ died
for our sins according to the scriptures; and that he was buried, and that he rose again the third
day. And that he was seen of Peter, then of the twelve: after that, he was seen of above five hun-
dred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present. After that he was seen
of James; then of all the apostles. And last of all he was seen of me also.”

(I Cor. 15: 3-7)

Theologian Gerald O"Collins stated: “In a profound sense, Christianity without the resurrection is
not simply Christianity without its final chapter. It is not Christianity at all.

The Resurrection is the miracle of all miracles.
IF IT IS TRUE!

While Christians celebrate at the elaborate Church of the Holy Sepulchre, or at the Garden Tomb,
the fact is there is no definitive location of Jesus’ burial place. Which, of course, brings up some
of the most ridiculous of fantastical arguments posed by non-believers: the disciples came to the
WRONG tomb; (The location of the tomb would have been known to Christian and Jew alike, so if
there was any disagreement they could have gone to the tomb for verification.)

Or. the disciples STOLE THE BODY and hid it somewhere else where it decomposed;

Or, the so-called SWOON THEORY that Jesus didn't actually die on the cross, but went into
a deep coma from the trauma of the crucifixion and was revived in the cool atmosphere of the
tomb. (Remember, the Roman guards were the first to report Jesus’ death and they were experts
at crucifixion, and would have been executed themselves if they allowed a condemned man to
escape death.)

The MASS HALLUCINATION theory which states that everyone who claimed to see the Risen
Lord was hallucinating out of an earnest desire to see Jesus alive again. BUT Jesus’ disciples had
not expected to see Him alive again. (Mark 16: 10-11) It came as a complete shock to them. Can
we imagine that these early Christians would willingly go to their death if they knew that their faith
was based on a lie! Ridiculous!

It is important to understand that no one comes to the subject of the Resurrection with an open
mind! There’s no such thing! We all come with previous assumptions and attitudes and we accept
or reject the resurrection, not on an intellectual basis, but on an emotional one, because at the
heart of the Resurrection is a demand for personal change, and few people want that change.

It is impossible to conceive the birth and growth of the early church, in the midst of the persecu-
tions of the 1st century world, apart from their belief in the resurrection of Jesus, establishing Him
as Lord of all things. To them His physical resurrection was a fact. That may baffle some of us
and cause us to reject it but, in so doing, we will miss the power which enabled the early church
to conquer that hostile pagan world.

Why is the resurrection important to you and me?

It gives HOPE FOR THE FUTURE AND THE PROMISE OF POWER IN THE PRESENT. It is
the dramatic manifestation of God's supreme power in our chaotic world. And it holds out Jesus’
promise:"Because | live you shall live also.”
