RETURN OF ARTTRAM'’S ‘SALON D’ART,’
FOLLOWING A TWO-YEAR COVID HIATUS

More than 130 framed works by 40 of ArtTram’s
member artists were on exhibit in Schofield Hall
last Friday, Saturday and Sunday during the
group’s Salon d'Art 2022.

All artworks were available for purchase,
including a number of unframed works which
were set up on floor displays. There was a big
turnout by many Townies and their families for
this long-awaited annual event.

“The show was overall a great success and
received excellent feedback from our members,
their guests and the public in general,” said
ArtTram president Lori Burnett.

“We received several new requests from both

TMR residents and non residents to join our
organization and expect to see significant
growth in our membership numbers and the
activities we offer,” she said.

There was also a good turnout from current
and past city councillors Saturday and Sunday.
Mayor Peter Malouf dropped by Friday evening
and delivered a brief address. Three town
councillors also spoke.

Because of the Covid pandemic, it had been
two years since the organization (known
formerly as the Table Ronde sur I'Art de Mont-
Royal) had staged an in-person art show. The
show almost happened last November, said
Burnett, but had to be cancelled because the
town still hadn't reopened Schofield Hall at
that point.

“We asked our members whether they wanted
to postpone or cancel it, but they all voted in
majority to do it in the spring. Fortunately, Covid
has allowed us to move ahead.”

In all, 45 of ArtTram’s 65 artists chose to
exhibit in this year's show. “Iit's a very wide

variety of artwork,” added Burnett. “Three-
quarters of our artists being in the show is an
excellent turnout. We have over 150 pieces of
framed art — watercolors, oils, pastels, drawing,
mixed media, photography. A wide variety and
large range of styles. Very colorful and a lot of
contemporary.”

This year after a long absence, the show
also featured handmade postcards made by
the participating artists — a small piece of art
available at a cost of just $5. Burnett suggested

the Covid pandemic probably had a significant
influence on many of the artists, who produced
outstanding creative work while forced by
curfews to remain confined at home.

“Covid was our enemy and our friend at the
same time,” she said. “It kept people indoors.
We were not able to have our live exhibitions
and we had almost no contact except by
e-mail.” However, some careful organization
ensured that ArtTram was able to weather the
storm and emerge stronger, she said.

WHAT’S YOUR DREAM?

PRETTY WOMAN.. is an internationally acclaimed movie about the improbable romance between
an emotionally uptight millionaire businessman (Richard Gere) and a “lady of the night” (Julia
Roberts) At the end of the movie, the character known as ‘Happy Man’, joyfully yells: “Welcome to
Hollywood! What's your dream? Everybody comes here; this is Hollywood, land of dreams. Some
dreams come true, some don't; but keep on dreaming - this is Hollywood. Always time to dream,
S0 keep on dreamin.”

Our dreams often define our lives. “I HAVE A DREAM" is a speech delivered by Martin Luther
King, jr. during the March on Washington on August 28th. 1963. In the speech King called for civil
and economic rights and an end to racism. Delivered to over 250,000 supporters from the steps of
the Lincoln Memorial, the speech was a defining moment of the civil rights movement and among
the most iconic speeches in American history.

The tragedy for so many of us is how we dismiss or limit our dreams. A tourist walked down a pier
and watched a fisherman pull in a large fish, measure it, and throw it back. He caught a second
fish, smaller this time, he measured it, and put it in his bucket. Oddly, all the large fish that he
caught that measured ten inches or more he discarded. All fish smaller than 10 inches he kept.

Puzzled, the curious tourist asked, “Pardon me, but why do you keep the little ones and throw the
big ones away?” The fisherman looked up and without blinking an eye replied, “Why, because my
frying pan measures only ten inches across.”

Foolish? Of course. But no more so than when we throw away the biggest ideas and the most
beautiful dreams that come into our minds simply because our experiences are too limited, our
self-confidence too undeveloped to enable us to grab hold of the big opportunities.

Unfortunately, too often we allow our perceived limitations to block our dreams. One motivator
suggested that we each ask ourselves the following questions:

What goals would you be setting for yourself if you knew you could not fail?
What dreams would you have on the drawing board if you had unlimited financial resources?
What plans would you be making if you had thirty years to carry them out?

What projects would you be launching if you had the wisdom to solve any problem and the power
to sweep all obstacles out of your way?

What exciting work would you be engaged in today if you could acquire the skill to sell your ideas
to powerful people?

On a tour for the air force in the far East a pastor heard about a dynamic general who noted
Vietnamese civilians suffering from lack of medical facilities and asked why nothing was being
done to relieve their misery. He was told, “It was an impossible situation.”

He called his immediate subordinate and ordered, “l want you to call together the best minds in
our outfit to dream up a solution to this problem. | don't want you to spend one minute deciding
whether it can or should be done. | am ordering you to spend every minute and every ounce of
mental energy dreaming up all of the possible ways in which we can get a hospital built and sup-
plied - NOW!”

The subordinate who took the command said, “It was absolutely amazing how fast and furious the
creative ideas flowed when we got together! In sixty days the medical facility was fully operational.”

Walter Burke, former president of the MacDonnell Douglas Company during the early days of the
space exploration, said: “There is no such thing as an insolvable problem. What appears to be an
impossible problem is merely a temporary roadblock to ingenuity.

We must have a compelling dream/goal to inspire us with belief in our own abilities and the con-
fidence that great minds will be attracted to great ideas. Just think what a life we could be living
with that attitude!
