TOWN LOOKING INTO CLAIM NO TAXES PAID
ON VACANT ST. PETER’S CHURCH SINCE 2019

During a recent meeting of TMR town council,

Mayor Peter Malouf said he and other town
officials would investigate an allegation by
a resident that a seeming irregularity in the
transfer of ownership of the former Saint
Peter's Anglican Church has resulted in a loss
of property tax revenue by the town.

In May 2019, the Anglican Diocese of
Montreal announced that it had concluded an
unconditional sales agreement for the property
at the corner of Laird and Churchill to SAJO, a
building and property development company
based in TMR.

Ronald Peck of Kindersley Ave. asked Mayor
Malouf what is the status of any negotiations
between the purchaser of the property and
the town regarding development plans for the

property.

Mayor Malouf pointed out that since the
sale involved the seller and the purchaser,
“the transaction doesn't involve TMR,”
while adding that there are currently no
presentations, discussions or negotiations over
development between the purchaser and the
new administration in TMR.

Regarding any interaction which may have
taken place between the new owner and the
town administration that was in place before
last November's municipal elections, the mayor
responded, “l can’t answer to that.”

Peck asked Mayor Malouf why the municipal
property assessment roll continues “to show
the vendor of the property as owner rather than
the purchaser.” The mayor said “that's a very
good question,” turning to town manager Ava
Couch for an answer.

Couch said, “I believe that there are still some
transactions that have not been completed fully

property development company SAJO.

and that's why. But the assessment roll is not
done by the town.” She said the assessment
roll is done by the Agglomeration of Montreal
and may not always reflect all property sales
transactions until they have been completed.

While Peck pointed out that the sales
agreement was unconditional, Couch said, ‘I
don't know what their agreement is between
the seller and the purchaser. We're not involved
in that.”

Peck maintained, “There is a consequence
to this. That is for the past three years, this
property has not been subject to municipal
taxation. No taxes have been paid on this

property for the past three years.” Mayor
Malouf said he was not in a position to answer
the question because he had no immediate
information.

“If that's the case, I'm sure that our tax
department evaluation has to be done,” he
said. “The transaction, the registry, has to
show that it was purchased by another party,
independent, that is not a religious institution.
It's zoned as a religious institution.”

Couch confirmed that the building has to be
used for religious purposes in order for the
new owner to avoid paying property taxes.
The mayor said “it will be something that has

to be followed up on. We'll get back to you for
sure. You're bringing up some points here. And
clearly we're dealing with a lot of things as you
know in the town. So, good question, and you
dug into it, we'll dig into it.”

If God is God,
He is not good.”

This event, and others like it, cause many
people to doubt the very existence of God.

The
basic fact is that we, in our limited intellect,
cannot fathom the reality of the universe.
There is a mystery to life which is beyond our
comprehension. Dark and difficult things may

did not intend, but in which God stands with us
to bring some good out of evil. We know that
at the center of our faith stands the Cross and
the Empty Tomb, symbolizing the victorious
sacrificial love of God.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle tells in his
autobiography why he became an atheist in
his early years. As a doctor, he constantly saw
things which he could not reconcile with the
idea of a loving God. He writes: “I was called
in by a poor woman to see her daughter. As |
entered the sitting room there was a small cot
over against one wall, and by the gesture of the
mother | understood that the sufferer was there.
| picked up a candle and walked over.

“| stooped over the little bed expecting to see
a child. What | really saw was a pair of brown
sullen eyes, full of loathing and pain, which
looked up in resentment to mine. | could not tell
how old the creature was. Long, thin limbs were
twisted and coiled in the tiny bed. The face
was sane but malignant. ‘What is it?" | asked
in dismay, when we were out of hearing. ‘It's a
girl,” sobbed the mother. ‘She’s nineteen. Oh, if
only God would take her!”
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Even with all our medical advances since
Conan-Doyle's day we are still struck dumb
by the tragedies of life and say: “WHY, GOD?
WHY?” We believe that there is an over-riding
purpose in life which FINALLY brings all things
together and weaves a cohesive pattern out of
events which seem to us to be disjointed and
confused. God does not WILL all the things
that happen to us, but God can and does USE
all things.

Archbishop Fulton Sheen told of a man
who suffered terribly through illness and
bereavement, who said, “l couldn't stand it
unless | believed that all that has happened to
me somehow fits into the plan and purpose of
a loving God.”

This is the thought behind Hamlet's
words:  “There’s a divinity that shapes our
ends, Rough hew them how we will.”

When all the arguments have been made,
| come back to the position of that influential
Methodist minister of London, UK. He says,
“There are certain dark problems in my family
life which | have never been fully able to
understand. | had a little sister once, my only
sister. She was the youngest in a family of
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boys, an angel child who lived nine years: nine
years mostly of pain. Fourteen times in seven
years she went to the surgeon’s knife, until
she had no form or comeliness, and her face
was more scarred than any man’s. Five gaping
wounds yawned in her head alone, and only the
strong nerved could dare to look on what was
left of that lovely face.

“And some looked and said, ‘There is no God.’
And others, well-intentioned but hopelessly
incompetent, offered the most shallow
explanations. But,” says Sangster, “l was dumb
as a boy and | am dumb as a man. Some light
shines on these dark problems but no complete
solution is at hand. | give to those who ask
about suffering the same answer | gave to
my school friends long ago, ‘I'll wait until 1 get
home and my Father - God in Heaven - will tell
me Himself.”
