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EX-NDP LEADER MULCAIR PREDICTS
BILL C-13 WILL BE A 2023 ELECTION ISSUE

Former NDP leader and Outremont MP Tom Mulcair says the Trudeau Liberals, including Justice Minister David Lametti, have failed English-speaking Quebecers by doing nothing to defend their
rights as guaranteed in the federal constitution.

Former NDP leader Tom Mulcair says
Quebec’s Anglophone community should
“express clearly what its views are” on the
Trudeau government's Bill C-13 in an election
later this year, as well as how they feel about
“the abject failure” by Justin Trudeau and
Justice Minister David Lametti “to do anything
to defend” the constitutional rights of Anglo
Quebecers.

“| would never ever — because I'm not in that
game anymore, I'm not in politics — suggest
to anybody how they should vote,” the former
Outremont MP turned political analyst said
during a talk last week at Concordia University's
downtown campus. “But | can tell you that if you
want a result, let people who want your vote
know that you're dissatisfied with what they've

done so far,” said Mulcair.

Introduced in March 2022, Bill C-13 is currently
before the House of Commons Standing
Committee on Official Languages.

If Bill C-13 is adopted after third reading
in the House, it will be sent for additional
consideration by the Senate. However, Bill
C-13 is not expected to pass into law until late
spring at the earliest.

Calling the Quebec government's Bill 96 a
“massive, complex piece of legislation that
breaks down the existing rules and agreements
that have been in place” since the introduction
of Bill 101 in 1977, Mulcair said “despite the
protestations to the contrary from the Quebec
government, it is simply true that it [Bill 96]
is throttling back access to English language
health and social services.

Mulcair, who worked on amending Bill 101
during the early 1980s when he was director
of legal affairs at Alliance Quebec, said federal
Attorney General David Lametti “is just staying
with his arms folded over this thing.” He said
the federal government “is completely absent
from this, as the Quebec government says
that it can unilaterally amend the BNA Act to
remove existing language rights.

“What Legault is doing does not respect the
constitution,” insisted Mulcair. “Trudeau knows
it, his Justice Minister Lametti knows it, but
they won't do anything about it ... Where is the
Attorney General of Canada with regard to this
power grab to remove the rights guaranteed by
Section 133 of the BNA Act?...”

Mulcair said the Trudeau government's
pending Bill C-13 [An Act to amend the Official
Languages Act] would “imperil the ability of the
English-speaking community to continue to say
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we have a constitutional guarantee of control
and management of our school boards ...”

But he acknowledged that some Montreal-
area Liberal MPs, including Mount Royal MP
Anthony Housefather, “have fought very hard
against certain aspects of Bill C-13 and there
are a couple of other representatives of the
federal Liberals from greater Montreal who are
pushing back very hard against C-13.”"

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MCKINSEY FALLOUT: HOUSEFATHER FAVOURS
MPS STUDYING OVERUSE OF OUTSOURCING

In the wake of revelations that the federal

government spent $101 million sub-
contracting work to global management
consulting firm McKinsey & Company,
Mount Royal Liberal MP says he agrees
Parliament should study whether the
government is overusing consultants.

The House of Commons Standing
Committee on Government Operations
and Estimates (OGGO) met on Jan.
18 at a special meeting where they
unanimously agreed to pursue a study
about outsourcing to review contracts
given to McKinsey.

“This type of work is an important
part of the oversight function of our
committee and the goal is always to make
recommendations to ensure Canadians
get the best value from government,”
Housefather wrote in a Jan. 19 newsletter
update sent out to his constituents. “This
includes the question of whether work we
are outsourcing today could be done by
our professional public service.”

In 2015, the Liberals, who would only
form a government in the October
election, put forward a policy commitment
that federal spending should be reviewed
with the aim of reducing the use of
external consultants. However, since
then the use of external consultants has
risen.

“| think you have to put it into context
as to what the needs are,” Housefather
responded when the issue was raised
during a recent panel discussion by MPs
on CTV's Power Play.

“If we are overusing consultants, we should know about it,” says Mount Royal Liberal MP Anthony Housefather.

“But | agree: the reason that myself
and the other Liberal members on the
committee agreed to this type of study
is because we do think it's important
to make sure that Canadians get the
best value. And if we are overusing
consultants, we should know about
that and the committee should make
recommendations that the government
should take stock of.”

“We are already doing a study on
outsourcing, but we need at the fact
that there are certainly going to be times
when we need to outsource some things,
or you need to look at international best

practices and benchmarks,” Housefather
also said during the discussion.

“The real question for me is should we be

changing government policy to reduce the
number of contracts that are outsourced?
And also, given the allegations against
McKinsey internationally, should we be
changing our policies related to whether
or not a company should be removed
from a standing offer when there’s
international allegations that come to
light about them?”

The nearly century-old McKinsey &
Company has found itself embroiled in
controversies in recent years involving

some of its clients. These include Purdue
Pharma, which was heavily fined after
admitting to misleading practices in the
marketing of opioids in the U.S.

Il serait bon de savoir que la gestion des animaux sauvages sur le
territoire de la ville est assurée par le service de Sécurité publique, en collaboration avec Controle
animalier Vaudreuil-Soulanges.

Pour éviter que des animaux sauvages comme les écureuils n'envahissent votre terrain, il serait
sage de prendre quelques précautions.

Le meilleur moyen de se prémunir contre la visite d’animaux indésirables consiste a s'assurer que
les dechets domestiques soient bien entreposés dans des contenants a déchets fermés.

Il faut éviter, cela va de soi, d'apprivoiser les animaux sauvages, notamment les écureuils, en les
nourrissant. Les mangeoires d'oiseaux peuvent parfois attirer les petits rongeurs. Sachez que les
écureuils n'aiment pas le poivre de Cayenne.

La SPCA-Montréal rapporte que chaque année, un nombre de citoyens leur demande des
conseils aprés avoir trouvé un écureuil qui semble avoir besoin d'aide. Selon la SPCA, voici une
marche a suivre partielle pour vous aider a choisir l'intervention appropriée.

L'écureuil a-t-il la queue touffue ET son corps fait-il au moins 15 cm de longueur (sans la queue)
environ? Or, il sagit probablement d'un écureuil juvénile ou adulte qui explore son environnement.
Selon la SPCA, il serait important de ne pas I'encourager a avoir des contacts avec les humains.
Surtout, ne le nourrissez pas.

Si I'écureuil semble faible ou malade, observez-le pendant quelques jours dans son milieu de vie,
sans intervenir. La capture a elle seule cause énormément de stress a I'animal et peut lui faire
plus de tort que de bien.

Summary

In a community like Town of Mount Royal where there is a superabundance of trees, one thing
you can be almost certain of is the almost constant presence of squirrels.

While passing along St-Clare Rd. a few weeks ago, we happened to look up at an especially tall
stand of trees where no less than 10 squirrel nests had been built, resulting in the creation of a
true squirrel condo complex.

To keep wild animals such as squirrels out of your yard, you should take a few precautions.
Obviously, you should avoid taming wild animals, in particular squirrels, by feeding them. Among
other things, you may also find it useful to know that squirrels do not like cayenne pepper.
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FULL STEAM AHEAD AT DUNRAE GARDENS

Dunrae Gardens Elementary School has hit

the ground running in 2023 with its Science,
Technology, Engineering, Art and Math
(STEAM) curriculum. Dunrae Gardens became
a STEAM school in 2018, and the school
community quickly took up the challenge.
A school-wide science fair generated much
excitement, with science projects proudly
displayed at an open house for parents. The
pandemic meant that subsequent projects were
put on hold, but with restrictions now eased, it's
full STEAM ahead at the school!

On the Arts side, this January brings a
Gumboots dance for Cycle 2 and 3 students.
This dance will see students move to a
South African rhythm with traditional steps.
On January 18th, students participated in the
Caribou Math Competition, one of the many
enrichment programs at the school. Others
include, Global Issues Problem Solving, Let's
Talk Science, Battle of the Books and Debate.
Later this month, the Grade 6 students will visit
the Montreal Science Centre. “We have a lot
more planned,” offered the school’'s Principal,
Despina Michakis. Multiple cultural workshops
and outings are planned for later this term, as
well as a leadership camp. “Of course, STEAM
is not just about special activities,” according
to Ms. Michakis. “We are fortunate to have
a dedicated STEAM room that our teachers
can use when they need a collaborative
space where students can work creatively on
STEAM projects that are integrated into the
curriculum,” said the Principal. In the STEAM
room, students also have access to technology
such as laptops and ipads, which complement
the Smart Boards in the classrooms. To foster
environmental awareness, Cycle 3 students
created an outdoor classroom, and the most
recent one involved a drinking water project
where students learned to filter water using
sand. These projects integrate science and
technology, social studies, French, English,
math, and cross-curricular competencies. “Our
grade 3 students are beginning to work on
a catapult now. They have already created

their first sample using one of the school's 3D
printers.”

The STEAM curriculum is supported by the
school’s vibrant extra-curricular activities (ECA)
program, run by the Dunrae Gardens Family
Association.

Consistent
with Dunrae’s academic mission, most courses
are offered bilingually. Science and technology
options regularly include robotics and coding,
as well as science activities led by McGill
University’s Redpath science team.

Pour la location d’un bureau, par le maire, a
I'entreprise de monsieur Guerrera, bien sir
il n'y a rien de répréhensible. En observant
certaines regles dans la conduite des affaires
de la Ville, il n'y a vraiment aucun mal a ce
que le maire loue son bureau privé a un
entrepreneur immobilier. Cependant, si c'est
la seule relation contractuelle actuellement,
cela n'a pas toujours éte le cas puisque c'est
au 1320 boulevard Graham que I'Equipe Peter

Malouf a loué un local pour toute la période
électorale. Mais je le dis a titre informatif
sans y voir autre chose qu'une bonne entente
contractuelle a la satisfaction des deux parties.

Dans son article du 18 janvier 2023, monsieur

Guerrera dit "avoir recu un engagement de
la Ville, selon lequel le zonage du site serait
modifié¢, afin que le 1000, chemin Lucerne
puisse étre utilisé a des fins résidentielles *.
Est-ce que la Ville alors sous la responsabilité
du maire Roy (2019), peut confirmer les dires
de Monsieur Guerrera?

Comment la Ville aurait-elle pu prendre
position si tot dans ce dossier, garantissant au
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promoteur, un changement de zonage, avant
méme l'achat de la synagogue? Et dans ces
conditions, comment les citoyens pourraient-
ils espérer un traitement équitable alors que
tout aurait été décidé des 2019? Ou se situe
la verité? Difficile a dire. Mais quoiqu'il en
soit, que cette garantie d'un changement de
zonage donnée au promoteur Soit vraie ou
fausse, verbale ou écrite, sa seule évocation
seme un doute sur l'intégrité du processus et
conséquemment sur le lien de confiance des
résidents envers les décideurs.

Pour terminer, jaimerais rappeler que le
projet d'école n'a pas été annulé, seulement
suspendu. Et le maire Malouf a parlé d'un retour
de cet enjeu dés le printemps. Nous savons
maintenant, grace a l'acces a l'information, que
la disqualification du site de la synagogue par
monsieur Bertrand du CSSMB, ne repose sur
aucune étude de conformité. Et qu'en I'absence
d'une telle étude indépendante, la décision
de renoncer a ce site semble prématurée
et non fondée. Plus de 1 300 résidents ont
appuyé le choix de ce site pour accueillir une
nouvelle école primaire francophone, ce qui
témoigne d'une belle acceptabilité sociale. La
Ville pourrait-elle acquérir ce batiment pour
les besoins institutionnels de la communauté,
redonner de l'espace et du confort & nos
enfants, tout en satisfaisant a la demande des
résidents des zones contigués pour conserver
la vocation institutionnelle du site? Et surtout,
en l'absence d'espace disponible, va-t-on
revivre le cauchemar du Parc Jubien?

We live in a time when ‘compromise of
principles’ is the norm. G.K. Chesterton's
words are so appropriate: “When belief in God
becomes difficult, the tendency is to turn away
from Him: but in heaven’s name - turn to what?
When we stop believing in God, we don't then
believe in nothing, but in anything.” It is true
that belief in “the God of the church” has been
discarded by increasing numbers of people -
but that doesn’t mean a rise in atheism - rather,
people choose to believe in “other gods”.

Theologian Paul Tillich, defines a ‘god’ as: “that
to which a person gives ultimate allegiance.” In
many ways it becomes the practical atheism
described in the Old Testament where “every
man did that which was right in his own eyes.”
(Judges 21.25)

My theological studies in the mid-20th century
were influenced by the GOD IS DEAD
movement. Historian Will Durant stated: “The
greatest question of our time is: can man live
without God?” Durant’s question was: are we
going to try and live as though God doesn't
exist and what kind of chaotic results emerge?

The influential German philosopher, Frederick
Nietsche, said, “The 20th century will become
the bloodiest century in history because of

the popularization of the Death of God thing.”
Indeed it has, more bloody than the previous
19 centuries combined. Nietsche, ironically, the
son of a pastor with both grandfathers in the
ministry, said that when we realized God had
died in the 19th century, universal madness
would break out. In the last 13 years of his life,
Nietsche moved between sanity and insanity,
often living in silence for weeks. He recognized
that the death of God meant the death of
absolutes.

A significant fact in the language of the early

church is that before the end of the 1st century
the word for “witness” and the word for “martyr”
had become the same word “MARTUS". The
original meaning of this Greek word “Martus”
is “witness”. But it came to mean “martyr’
because, in that time, the person who was a
“witness” had every chance of being a “martyr”
too!

Early Christians witnessed the transforming
power of the Risen Christ and “they turned the
world upside down.” (Acts 17.6 ) To discredit
this new Christian movement, the authorities
used all kinds of vicious and ridiculous slanders,
such as atheism, cannibalism, and lewd orgies
at their meetings. However, the most important
reason was the clash between Christianity and
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Caesar worship; that is, the worship of the
Roman Emperor as a god where, as an act
of loyalty to the state, the citizen was required
to say in a ceremony: CAESAR IS LORD!
Disrespecting the emperor could mean death.

This the Christian would not do. The Romans

were the most tolerant religious masters the
world has ever seen. After a person had
acknowledged Caesar as Lord, he could go
away and worship any god he liked, so long
as the worship did not affect public decency
and order. BUT the one thing the Christian
would never say was “Caesar is lord”. For
the Christian, Jesus Christ, and Jesus Christ
alone, was Lord. To the Romans, the Christian
seemed utterly intolerant and insanely
stubborn; worse, he seemed a self-admittedly
disloyal citizen. But these 3 words, “JESUS IS
LORD!", changed the course of history as the
power dynamic of the future.

The main cause of this hatred was that
Christians were different. The word used to
describe the Christian in the New Testament
is significant. It is the word “hagios”, which is
often translated “saint”. It is also used to mean
“holy”. But the root meaning of this word “holy”
is “different”. That which is “hagios”, “holy”,
is different from other things. The Christian

is, therefore, a person who is fundamentally
different. The difference which was expressed
in the Christian’s life was a difference which
was a constant criticism and condemnation of
the pagan way of life.

When John F. Kennedy entered Congress
he was told that “The way to get along is to
go along”. The early Christian refused to go
along, to compromise their beliefs to fit in with
the beliefs and behavior of the society around
them.

This is a compelling challenge for us as we
live in a society where “every man did that
which was right in their own eyes”. Or, in the
modern language of the 60s flower children:
“If it feels good, do it!” And a rejection of moral
authority. The result, as Nietsche foresaw, is
the fragmenting of society.”
