TMR ENTERS RECOVERY MODE,
AFTER ICE-STORM TREE DEVASTATATION

While some front yards at homes in TMR 
resembled logging camp lumber depots earlier 
this week with cut and stacked tree limbs, 
Connaught Park at the town’s centre was a 
disaster area strewn with fallen branches and 
half-destroyed trees.

Following the ice storm that swept through the 
Greater Montreal region, town officials were 
reporting on Tuesday that power was restored 
in many sectors of the town, although outages 
were still affecting some neighborhoods.

While Hydro-Quebec said its staff was working 
to restore power to homes as soon as possible, 
by evening last Monday the power utility was 
still reporting up to a dozen small pockets within 
TMR’s borders that were without power – the 
largest being an area of at least 10 streets 
bounded by Lucerne and Dunvegan roads and 

Walpole and Kenaston avenues.

Since accumulated ice caused branches to 
fall throughout the town, residents were being 
asked “for your safety” to remain cautious and 
avoid walking under trees in parks, streets and 
sidewalks unless necessary.

As for tree damage remediation or removal, 
it’s worth noting that the town intervenes only 
on trees that are located on public property and 
not in private backyards. Priority is being given 
to branches and trees located on public property 
that are obstructing streets and sidewalks to 
ensure safe access for all emergency vehicles.

TMR public works crews were out in the 
streets to identify dangerous branches that 
were still hanging from trees and that could fall 
or that had already fallen.

Trimming and cutting crews were also on duty 
and were giving priority to branches that are 
dangerous or trees that are about to fall. A first 

collection had already started earlier this week 
with the help of a wood chipper.

“Public and emergency services are on full 
alert but we are also counting on the help of 
all members of our community,” TMR officials 
wrote on the town’s web site, while reminding 
residents to not forget to keep an eye on their 
neighbors.

For those who may still be without electric 
power, they are being reminded never to 
use auxiliary heaters, lights or stoves indoors 
because they are designed for outdoor or 
camping use. These include charcoal or 
propane BBQs, camping heaters or propane 
stoves, since carbon monoxyde poisoning can 
occur and be fatal.

Those without power on Easter Sunday could 
go to stay warm, have a coffee and recharge 
their electronics at town hall where tables and 
chairs and electrical outlets were available 
in Schofield Hall. (Town Hall was closed last 

Monday.)

As for the aftermath of the storm, public works 
will be holding a special collection of branches 
over several days to cover the entire town. 
Around this time of year, TMR also undertakes 
a regular collection of tree branches and garden 
waste between April and early November, 
although pickup is on request only. Residents 
wishing to have a pickup must complete an 
online form before noon on Wednesdays.

POSSIBILITÉ DE PERMETTRE 

DU MULTIRÉSIDENTIEL

Le maire Peter Malouf reconnaissait au cours de la séance du conseil du 21 mars que la ville 
prendrait en considération dans un nouveau plan d’aménagement la possibilité de permettre aux 
promoteurs de construire encore plus des bâtiments multirésidentiels.

La ville entreprend à présent une révision majeure de son schéma directeur d’urbanisme. Selon le 
maire, qui répondait aux questions de Sergio Silvestri de l’avenue McNaughton, le schéma devrait 
être dévoilé au cours des prochains mois.

« Nous voulons prendre tout en considération, » le maire disait pendant la période de questions.

« Qu’elle inclut du multirésidentiel ou non, ajoutait-il, je pense que ce serait important que tous 
les résidents comprennent ceci : Nous voulons conserver les taxes à un niveau bas dans notre 
communauté, et nous avons des installations dans notre communauté où des multirésidences 
potentielles pourrait fournir un bénéfice pour la communauté ».

Faisant allusion à plusieurs projets résidentiels, comme le Triangle à Côte-des-Neiges, qui ont 
eu lieu au cours des dernières années, et qui, selon le maire Malouf, n’ont pas provoqué de 
problèmes majeurs de circulation, de tels projets auraient des bénéfices en particulier pour les 
retraités qui désirent demeurer dans la communauté.

En plus, il soutenait que ces types de projets fournissent une base supplémentaire de taxes 
foncières pour la communauté « afin d’appuyer et d’atténuer certaines des hausses dont nous 
avons été témoins et qui ont été sévères cette année ».

Or, toujours selon le maire, le multirésidentiel « devrait être une considération, et c’est ce que 
nous allons discuter en conseil. En fin de compte, ce n’est une seule voix ni un seul vote qui prend 
la décision : C’est un vote collectif avec des faits et connaissances des gens qui prennent cette 
décision ensemble dans un plan compréhensif ».

En même temps, M. Silvestri avait demandé au maire Malouf de clarifier l’avenir de l’ancienne 
Église anglicane Saint Peter’s, en publiant une page sur le site web de la ville pour bien informer 
les résidents de la situation. L’édifice sur le boulevard Laird est vacant depuis plusieurs années, 
bien que le promoteur SAJO en est propriétaire maintenant.

Bien que l’administration de la ville apprenait en février que le transfert du titre de propriétaire 
pour l’immeuble a finalement été finalisé à la suite d’une période durant laquelle quelques 
personnes avaient exprimé des doutes, le maire affirmait, « Nous sommes sans nouvelles. Nous 
n’avons pas de demandes pour des permis ou des modifications de zonage, etc. Nous n’avons 
aucune annonce nouvelle sur l’église Saint Peter’s ».

En ce qui serait pour la publication d’informations supplémentaires sur Saint Peter’s, le maire 
soutenait que la ville ne peut publier que des informations portant sur des situations pour 
lesquelles la municipalité ait déjà pris position – ce qui n’est pas le cas actuellement.

Summary

Answering a McNaughton Ave. resisent’s questions during the March 21 meeting of town council, 
Mayor Peter Malouf said town officials will be taking many things into consideration when rewriting 
the master urban plan – including allowing more multi-unit residential construction.

‘TOWN NEEDS TO BE VERY 
NEUTRAL,’ MAYOR SAYS DURING 
RELIGIOUS SYMBOLS EXCHANGE

Longtime town resident Hy London told Mayor Peter Malouf during the March town council 
meeting that the Christmas tree outside town hall is a religious symbol and that other religious 
symbols should be accorded equal space.

Responding during the March 21 town council meeting to a longtime resident’s questions about 
TMR’s position regarding the use of religious symbols, Mayor Peter Malouf confirmed that TMR is 
determined to remain secular.
Powell Ave. resident Hy London, who has lived in TMR for the past 45 years, said during question 

period that “overall I’m very satisfied with how the council has been taking care of the town.”
Around three years ago, he noted, town officials adopted a policy of having Christmas trees lit up 

in front of town hall while also having a Jewish Hanukkah menorah around the same spot.
By his recounting, however, the town stopped both at the same time, after which the Christmas 

tree was brought back last year.
“I’d like to ask, would the town adopt a policy that any religious group that has a holiday of some 

kind that would like to put up a symbol, that it would be accepted so long as the symbol is not 
dangerous to anybody?” he said.
Mayor Malouf replied, “The decision by the town in the past was really to become religiously 

agnostic if anything, and a Christmas tree is not a religious symbol of any faith. It’s an evidence of 
a celebration with lights etcetera on it.”
However, he added, “I think it was a wise decision that was made by the previous council, and I 

think that people who wish to celebrate their respective holidays depending on their culture, their 
religion, their beliefs, their faiths, can always do so.
“The town needs to be very neutral,” Mayor Malouf continued. “We need to be very, as I mentioned 

earlier, agnostic in our support of religious activities. I think it depends. If somebody says, ‘well we 
want to have a celebration at town hall and we’d like to rent town hall and have something and 
put a symbol outside to welcome that particular,’ that’s another thing because it’s a one-off event.
“But to actually start presenting or having public displays of any religious symbols for any religious 

faiths becomes challenging and difficult, because there are many religious faiths, as you know, 
in this world, many of them, and I think the decision to remain neutral in that regard I think was a 
wise one.”
While saying he understood what the mayor was trying to say, London added, “I think your 

interpretation of the Christmas tree as not a religious symbol, I think it’s wrong.
“I think it is a religious symbol that is used in the Christian world, and therefore either we adopt 

it, and adopt letting other religions have a symbol as long as it’s not dangerous to anybody, to be 
there if they wish, or have no symbols period. I’m not looking to favour any group over anything.”

Résumé

OPINION: ICE STORM TMR
“At least there are no bombs falling.” Yet.

I’m forever in awe of human capacity to 
survive disaster. War, Covid, Stock Market 
crash... Rockland shopping centre.
The Food Court was filled to capacity during 

the current ice storm. Hundreds of strangers 
of all ages and ethnicities united in one quest-
-finding a plug for their electrical devices. 
Camping on the floors, helping each other 
with extensions brought from home, keeping a 
watchful eye on each other’s gear during trips 
for food refill. No one was concerned about 
theft. This was a warzone, or as my Ukrainian 
refugee friend underlined --minus bombs.
We forget our good fortune. Temporary loss of 

WiFi or battery power and our pampered world 
crashes. That said, the same question echoed: 
“How could this happen again!?” Didn’t we 
“fix it” with the 1998 Ice Storm ...? It’s worse! 
Approximately 16,000 military personnel were 
deployed, some to TMR.
Why are our Town public buildings not open as 

emergency shelters i e. the library, Rec center, 
Town Hall, etc. And how about our huge, empty 
churches that pay no tax... Meanwhile, our high 
property taxes like mine pay for it and yet all l 
could get the first morning when l rang was a 
cheery “how can l help you” followed by, “We’re 
closed.”
Then who’s answering the phone--not the 

janitor! We’re paying for staff not to snuggle up 
to computers in toasty buildings while we-- tax-
paying minions-- huddle outside like aliens from 
another planet refused shelter. Public Security 
at first “didn’t know” if Rockland mall was open. 
“Don’t you have patrols in that area too?” l 

asked. “It’s TMR.” Frozen, hungry, cellphone 
dying, tree crashed in my garden, l was ready 
to hit the nearest hospital and check into - not 
ER - but their cafeteria for the day. 
Needless to say, this is unacceptable. Finally 

opening Town hall days later – far too late. And 
did anyone spot our mayor anywhere...? Other 
municipalities have organized public shelters 
while posh TMR remained under lockdown. 
Is this the best l, as long-time property owner, 
deserve for my hiked-up taxes? To detour fallen 
trees scouting for shelter in total darkness 
hoping l don’t get mugged or trip head-first to 
concrete?

Faith
WHEN THE LIGHTS WENT OUT!

On the afternoon of Wednesday, April 5th, the ice storm of 2023 wreaked havoc in Montreal, 
downing power lines and smashing trees, with branches and limbs scattered everywhere. With the 
loss of power, lights went out, leaving nearly everyone in the dark for days. We were deprived of 
those basic elements we so easily take for granted. No light! No power! That reality is a symbol of 
how we face life’s tragedies which leave us in “the dark”.  

It then becomes so easy to focus on what we have LOST, rather than on what we have LEFT!. 
The negative mind-set focuses on “what we don’t have”, “what we have lost”, envying the abilities 
and situation of other people, and life becomes defined by our INABILITIES! Whereas, the attitude 
of the positive, faith-filled mind-set, seeks new ways to grow. 

Kurt Hahn was one of the 20th century’s innovative educators. He was born into a cultured Jewish 
family in 1885. He studied at Gottingen and Oxford universities from 1910-1914. One day, while 
rowing bareheaded in the blazing sun, he suffered a severe sunstroke that was to leave him with 
a lifelong sensitivity to light and heat. 

During his convalescence he spent a year in a dark room, and it was there that he developed the 
expressive words of hope that became his unfailing inspiration: 

“YOUR DISABILITY IS YOUR OPPORTUNITY!” 

Fascinated by education, he began planning a school where the worlds of thought and action 
could be combined into a unified curriculum. In 1920 he founded Salem, a coeducational boarding 
school in Germany. 

At Salem, he sought to create an educational environment where “healthy passions” would 
flourish. Combined with the usual academic and athletic activities, he gave the students daily jobs 
on the farm where the school grew its own food. Each student undertook a long-term project to 
nurture creativity, and challenging expeditions taught endurance and the ability to work with others. 
Inevitably his ideas were to clash with Hitler’s Nazism and, after Hitler rose to power, Kurt Hahn 
was exiled from Germany. This was the low point of his life. At 40, he lost his homeland, his school, 
and his struggle on behalf of German youth. 

He returned to the north of Scotland and discovered the rundown castle of Gordonstoun. The 
castle’s vistas, the sea and the mountains, seized   his spirit, and he felt the power of the words 
he had discovered in that darkened room: “Your disability is your opportunity!” 
He determined to start again, and began in 1934 to build a school which has subsequently been 

a worldwide educational model. 

At Gordonstoun, there is an intriguing experiment called “The Break”. Four mornings a week, 
during a 50-minute break between classes, each boy engaged in certain events, such as: sprinting, 
distance running, broad and high jump, discus and javelin throwing. He competed ONLY against 
himself, trying to better his previous performance. Watching a boy with limited ability find that 
through daily effort he could do better than he would ever have expected, you could see him shed 
what Hahn referred to as: “the misery of unimportance.” 

Life’s challenge for each one of us, when we encounter difficulties, is to focus on what we have 
LEFT, rather than on what we have LOST! To understand, in whatever our situation, that our 
“disabilities” are our “opportunities” for new growth. 

Sir Winston Churchill was fond of saying that “The test of a nation is what it can do when it is 
tired!” The same is true with each one of us! The test of our faith comes from how we confront a 
potentially defeating circumstance. We can allow it to demean and defeat us, or we can creatively 
overcome it, and allow that victory to shine in our lives. 
  
In Japan they practice the old art of “KINTSUGI”, which means “golden joinery”. This is an art of 

restoration - restoring broken things. It’s the idea that old broken things should not just be disposed 
of and thrown away as trash. It is the idea that you can take something that is broken and put it 
back together again. They use lacquer mixed with gold, platinum, and silver and they take a broken 
piece of pottery, or chipped glass, and glue it back together with gold. They believe that when a 
broken thing is restored, it is better than new.

So, it is with us, and our faith in our “dark times”.
