TOWN SPENDS $S671,000 TO HELP THWART
COMPUTER SYSTEM CYBERATTACKS

With rising concerns among private and
public sector system administrators about
cybersecurity ransom attacks like the one last
year against the City of Westmount, elected
officials at TMR town hall approved $671,000
of computer and digital product purchases
purchases recently to prevent any such
occurrences here.

During the March 21 meeting of town
council, the councillors unanimously approved
disbursements for the town's latest strategy
to safeguard its digital assets, which have
been concentrated until now on computers at
town hall and other municipal installations, but
increasingly also in “cloud storage” on remote
Servers.

According to council documents, the
purchases included the installation of a new
“backup solution for our servers via the Cloud
Broker of Québec ($152,000).

The Centre de services partagés du Québec

(CSPQ) is a provincial government agency
set up in late 2016. It has agreements with
major players in cloud storage, like Microsoft,
Linagora and IBM, to broker cloud storage
agreements in Quebec.

At the same time, council approved the
purchase of two new servers for $156,000, the
renewal of Microsoft Office 365 licenses for
$313,000, and upgrading of the town's e-mail
backup system at a cost of $50,000.

In an interview following the council meeting,

Mayor Peter Malouf acknowledged the
cybersecurity incident in Westmount last
November was a wake-up call, while also
referring to the measures being undertaken
here as “preventive and proactive,” rather than
reactive.

“We're being very cautious,” he said. “We
want to make sure that we upgrade, because

Town officials say they are taking preventive measures to stop cyberattacks on computers and servers at municipal facilities such as TMR town
hall through $671,000 in recent equipment and services purchases.

we don't want to find ourselves in a situation
like Westmount.”

Regarding the first item on the purchase
list, Mayor Malouf maintained that the town
stands to save around $300,000 annually by
transitioning to cloud storage, while adding that
“it's more secure” at the same time.

“So, imagine doing backups the old way,
which is what | used to do: have one copy,
bring the backup home, and leave one backup
behind. You've got to keep a record. But now
it's in the cloud in multiple backups. It's much

better. It is the way to go.”

According to the mayor, only some of the
town’s computing data had been going to cloud
up until now. “So, now we're just making sure
that we're having robust systems in the cloud
than we were before.”

Last November, as widely reported, the City of
Westmount was hit with a cyberattack, which
caused a computer outage and disabled the
city’s email servers. The hacker group Lockbit,
which was identified as the perpetrator, gained
access to 14 terabytes of data and demanded

Give me
a break! That does not happen”. Historian Tom
Wright  states, “People in the ancient world
knew, just as we do, that dead people don't
come back. Even without modern science, they
knew the basic laws of nature. Apropos the
Virgin Birth, Joseph was worried about Mary’s
pregnancy, not because he didn’t know where
babies came from, but because he did.

“The disciples did not go around saying, ‘Oh,
isn't that interesting, people sometimes come
back from the dead.” Most Jews at that time
believed the resurrection was something God
would do for all His people at the end of time.
Nobody ever imagined that it would happen for
one person in the middle of life. We can test
this because a hundred years on either side of
Jesus there were rebel messianic movements
that routinely ended with the death of the
founder. What happened next was that if the
man you followed gets killed you have a choice:

either give up the movement or you get another
leader. We have evidence of movements doing
one or other of those things. In no case do we
have people going around saying ‘I think he's
been raised from the dead.” They were more
hard headed than that.

“We cannot explain the development of the
church without the belief that Jesus was bodily
raised from the dead. The ancients knew about
hallucinations, they knew about ghosts, they
knew about odd wacky experiences. This was

radically different - Jesus had been raised
from the dead. Paul, writing about 20 years
after the crucifixion, stated that more than 500
people saw Jesus after his death - go and talk
to them.”

What difference did the resurrection mean
for those first believers? Jesus made the
outrageous claim that he had the power to
forgive sins and the resurrection vindicated
that claim! The Apostle Paul writes: “If Christ
has not been raised, then our preaching is
empty and your faith is also empty; you are still
in your sins.” (I Corinthians 15:14) The power
of forgiveness was an incredible message in
that first century - setting people free from the
burden of guilt. It speaks to the foundation of
Jesus’ ministry stated by John the Baptist’
Behold, the lamb of God who takes away the
sins of the world.”

The story is told how Martin Luther, the
Protestant Reformer, had a dream in which he
was besieged by The Accuser (the devil). The
Accuser drew out page after page on which he
had written the record of Luther's failures and
mistakes. “Is it true?” asked the Accuser. “Is it
true that you have done these things?”

“Yes,” replied Luther, “It is true! But write over
them the words ‘Jesus, His Son, cleanses us of
all unrighteousness.” That's the power of the
resurrection for every believer.

Then, there is the victory over death - a fear
which paralyzed the ancients. Jesus had said,
“In this world you shall have tribulation, but be

of good cheer, for | have overcome the world.”
(John 16:33) The resurrection established this
hope. Paul, facing his own execution could say:
“O death, where is thy sting; O grave, where is
thy victory? Thanks be to God who gives us the
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.” (I Cor.
15: 55-57) This is the power of the Risen Christ
which enabled men and women to face torture
and death. That power persists down through
the years. Again Paul writes: “If in this life only
we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most
miserable. But now is Christ risen from the
dead and become the first fruits of those who
have fallen asleep (died).” (I Cor. 15: 19-20)

Norwegian Lutheran Bishop Berggrav was
known for his unyielding resistance against the
Nazis during their occupation of Norway during
World War II. Shortly after Easter, 1942, he
was arrested and imprisoned in the Bredtvet
concentration camp. He was threatened with
execution by Nazi leaders who said, “We will
line you up against a wall and shoot you.” To
which the Bishop calmly replied, “Very well, and
what will you do with me after that?”

That's the power of the resurrection manifested
in our confidence. As Jesus said,
“Because | live, you shall live also.”

IN WORLDWIDE MATH COMPETITION

Dunrae Gardens Elementary School takes
considerable pride in its academic programs.
Beyond the specialized literacy programs offered
to our students who are not reading at level, the
school offers enrichment programs to students who
could benefit from them. When students would like
to take their learning to the next level, they often
have access to enrichment centers with challenging
weekly problems and are also invited to take part
in additional programs and competitions. Dunrae
Gardens is pleased to announce some impressive
results at recent competitions!

Izaak Wolfson Trudeau, Grade 1, placed our small
school on the map when he came in first place in the
world at his grade level in the Caribou Mathematics
Competition. The “Caribou Cup” is an international
online math contest that focuses on complex problem
solving and mathematical reasoning skills, held six
times over the school year, typically over 2 days in
October, November, January, February, April, and
May. Congratulations also go to Marion Williams
in Grade 6 who is in first place among her peers at
school and 9th in the province. In Grade 2, Alexander
Fernandez is first in our school and 4th in the entire
province. Emma Alacraz, 2nd in our school, is 7th in
the province and Alyssia Sartar, 3rd in our school,
is 8th in the province. Congratulations also to Erik
Back in Grade 4 who is 1st in his category among
his peers and 10th in the province. “We are proud of
all our students who are participating in the Caribou
Math Competition” noted school Principal Despina
Michakis, “they are gaining so much experience and
we could not be happier with their performance in
this worldwide competition.”

To allow all students to reach their full potential,
Dunrae offers numerous other enrichment
opportunities. Consistent with the school's emphasis
on literacy, Dunrae students participate in the Battle

of the Books and the Kids Literary Quiz. Highly
motivated students who enjoy reading form a team
and are expected to read books selected by the
organizers. Teams compete against other “reading
warriors” through in-school rounds and then against
other reading warriors in town. After several levels
of “battling”, the top teams meet, and a regional
champion is crowned. The Kids’ Lit Quiz (KLQ) is
an annual literature competition (usually taking place
in mid-January) for children aged 10 to 13 who are
ferocious readers. The more books they read, the
higher their chances of success.

Dunrae students also have the opportunity to
demonstrate and develop their leadership skills,
creative thinking, and reading skills in the “Global
Issues Problem Solving” (GIPS) competition. This
program enables students to think creatively and
explore collaboratively a selected inquiry topic from
a diverse range of contemporary global topics.
The 2022- 23 topics are E-Waste, Digital Realties,
Robotic Workforce, and Throw Away Society.
Participants research a chosen topic and apply a
six-step problem solving process to resolve the
Future Scene -- a hypothetical scenario set 20-30
years in the future. Culminating in a detailed Action
Plan, entries are authentically assessed and scored
by trained evaluators.

Finally, the “Let's Talk Science” challenge provides
a fun and straightforward way to engage youth in
science, technology, engineering, and math learning
inside and outside the classroom. Throughout
the life of the program, students study under the
guidance of a mentor for the final competition
(Q&A and design challenge), to be held May/ June
2023 at McGill University. ~ Students participate
in live quizzes and practice for the engineering
challenge through a series of design-and-build
challenges. As with all enrichment programs, the
“Let's Talk Science” challenge is consistent with
Dunrae Gardens’ academic mission as a STEAM
(Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Math)
school. “These programs add a lot to our learning
environment,” offered Ms. Michakis, “as we can
now offer a wide range of enrichment opportunities
across levels and subjects.”
