While a growing number of town residents have been voicing concerns about bicycle and scooter
drivers seemingly disregarding road safety rules, TMR's Public Security department has been
quietly enforcing regulations for the parking of “active transport vehicles” — with a minimum fine
of $150.

Last Sunday morning, a bicycle which had been parked against a sign post to which it was locked
at the southern end of the town hall parking lot was spotted by The Post after it had been issued
a “warning” infraction citation by Public Security.

Apart from a text message published inside the folded notice, four pictograms made it abundantly
clear that parking or locking bicycles to fences, fire hydrants, public signage or trees is strictly
illegal and subject to a fine.

(It should be noted that the town’s Public Security officers don't have a mandate to enforce
“moving violations,” such as those applying to motorized and non-motorized road vehicles. That
mandate belongs to the Montreal Police.)

The Post reached out to TMR Public Security director Edison Ramirez, asking him to provide
a statement of policy on bike and scooter parking. “Is this a new policy?” we asked. Will regular
tickets be issued in the future? And what is the penalty?

In an e-mailed response, he gave us the following answers. “The by-law concerning bicycles and
other active transportation vehicles is not new,” he said. “It was adopted about four years ago, in
October 2019.”

He said By-law 1380 concerning, sanitation, safety, peace and order, prohibits the attachment
of an active transportation vehicle, such as a hicycle, scooter, etc., to a parking meter, lamppost,
tree, post or any other urban furniture (article 61.1).

“A 48-hour notice is affixed to any active transportation vehicle attached to an urban furniture,
to inform the owner of this prohibition. If the vehicle is not removed after this time, we may cut
the hitch and bring the vehicle to the municipal workshops at 180 Clyde Road for storage. If no
one claims it, the Town will sell the vehicle at its annual auction if at least 60 days have elapsed.”

According to Ramirez, bicycle racks can be found along the town’s commercial avenues, as well
as at the entrances to parks, schools and municipal facilities. “Bicycles should be parked on these
facilities,” he said.

If you can't find your bike after attaching it to a piece of street furniture, he added, you can
contact a Public Security officer to reclaim it. But it should be remembered that reasonable proof
of ownership is required.

More importantly, Ramirez said the minimum fine for this kind of parking offence is $150 plus court
costs, although the 48-hour notice carries no fine.

He said a statement of offence is issued only if the bicycle remains in place after 48 hours and
Public Security has to remove it. “The owner who comes to claim it will receive the fine at that
time,” said Ramirez.

He provided the following definition provided in By-law 1380 of an “active transport vehicle”;
a bicycle, scooter, tricycle, skateboard, motor-assisted bicycle, motor-assisted scooter, motor-
assisted skateboard and non-motorcycle single-person vehicle, including a vehicle made available
to the public.

identify as a ‘mature woman’ whose bhiological
age is well lower than chronological. Great
health, athletic, mindfullness-nutrition savvy,
no family history, no meds, don't smoke. Never
even a flu or Covid. Brain and body in top form.”
She said she first became aware she had
a serious health problem on December 21
last year. “Merry Xmas. Blood in my stool.
Continued all day. Next stop ER at JGH. Leave
note at door of my TMR home: Santa cancelled.”
An MRI indicated a colorectal tumor, following
which there were colonoscopies, tests, scans,
etc. The TMR Post wishes Romana all the best
for a speedy recovery and a lasting remission.

A young 25 year old engineer in Montreal told how
he was devastated when his apartment was flood-
ed with water flowing from the apartment above,
as firefighters sought to extinguish the fire in that
apartment. As he thought about the unexpected and
extensive damage to his apartment he wondered,
“WHY had it all happened?” And he thought back to
a trip he and his family made to Paris a few months
before. There they visited the famous Montmartre,
where they entered the white-domed Basilica of the
Sacre-Coeur and, though he was not Catholic, he
took communion from the priest, and lit some can-
dles in the sanctuary, even though he didn't have the
suggested amount to pay for the candles.

Bishop N T Wright, renowned New Testament
scholar, speaking about this subject says: “Many
people, especially young people, get the idea that
there’s this bullying angry God who is very cross
with us all, and he’s got a big stick and he’s about
to whack us with it, and luckily somebody gets in
the way, it happens to be his own son, and that
somehow makes it all right, and we get off. Last
year | was speaking at a public discussion on this
with some colleagues in America and one angry
theologian from the floor and said, ‘Nobody believes
that, or teaches that these days!. But one of my
colleagues on the panel stood up and answered, ‘I
teach first year undergrads and that's precisely what
they all think, and they're struggling to know whether
to believe it or not.’

Wright continues, “If that is what people have heard
and are hearing then we've got some serious work to
do. Because we have taken John 3.16 ‘God so loved
the world that he gave his only son’, and what people
have heard is ‘God so hated the world that he killed

GOD, THE PUNISHER?

his only son’ and then, when you say that in a world
where there is child abuse and domestic violence,
people think ‘I know that bully of a god and | hate
him’, and then the whole thing goes horribly wrong.

“What happens on the cross is a sovereign act of
God, that the death of Jesus reveals the love of God.
The Apostle Paul says, ‘God commends His love for
us in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us.”(Romans 5.8)

What happened on the Cross defies human expla-
nation, but Christianity insists that on the Cross God
confronted the reality of evil and sin and, in His
resurrection victory, shows us the power of forgiving
love. We are no longer bound by guilt and the pen-
alty for our wrong doing - yes, we have to deal with
the consequences of our mistakes, but we are able
to be set free from their bondage. Remember, Jesus
planned His crucifixion to take place on the Jewish
Feast of the Passover celebrating the freeing of
the Israelites from slavery in Egypt. This symbol of
freedom from bondage is at the heart of any under-
standing of the Cross.

Kenneth Garcia writes, “The word ‘punish’ and its
variants are used 128 times in the bible, but most
of them do not allude to God punishing anyone. Sin
and disobedience are always the causes of punish-
ment and discipline in the Bible.”

It's easy if we only look at certain passages in the
Bible to focus on “punishment” because we are
focusing on them through our own human under-
standing of justice, guilt, judgement, and punish-
ment. The effective way of looking at how God deals
with us is by looking at the mystery of the Cross
through the eyes of the Resurrection, and seeing
there the power of God's victorious love.

One of the positive ways to look at Jesus’ action on
the Cross is to reflect on the experience of the thief
who was crucified alongside of him. Somehow this
penitent thief recognized something extraordinary
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about Jesus and he said, “Jesus, remember me
when you come into your kingdom’(Luke 23.42)
Jesus replied: "Truly, | say to you, today you shall
be with me in paradise.”(23:43) No statement about
punishment for the man’s obvious failings, simply an
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accepting response of the thief's desire to be with
the Lord.
